GERIATRICS ORIENTATION (from my standpoint)

1. You must show up to all scheduled continuity clinics during geriatrics unless previously approved by ambulatory chief resident (31529).

2. You must show up to all afternoon geriatrics clinics at the VA, as specific patients are scheduled for you on those days.  If you cannot show up, you need to let the ambulatory chief know and approve of your absence.  

3. These are the only 2 clinics that patients are specifically scheduled to see you.  If you don’t show up, these patients don’t have a doctor, and one of your friends gets jeopardized.  

4. All other geriatrics clinics:  It is 100% expected that you arrive on time and ready to learn to all other geriatric experiences.  If an emergency comes up and you cannot make one of these clinics, you must contact the ambulatory chief resident (31529) and the attending at the specific site to let us all know of your impending absence.  Remember, we love hearing from you, we hate hearing about you.

5. You will be scheduled for weekend coverage of the wards while you are on the Geriatrics rotation.  Please, check the weekend coverage schedule.

6. While on Geriatrics, you are always available to be pulled to help in another area of need.  Obviously, we will avoid this at all costs, but we cannot eliminate this possibility.
