Guidelines for senior talks:

1. Topic needs to be clinically relevant and discussed with assigned program director (same PD who meets with you for your semi annual reviews).

2. Presentation must be ‘evidenced based.’

3. Must be 40-45 minutes in length.

4. A list of references must be discussed with your assigned program director.  This list of references should be made available to your peers the day of your talk.

5. Learning objectives need to be discussed with by your designated program director.

6. Written abstract of key points of your discussion should be discussed with your designated program director (could be accomplished via email).  This abstract should also be made available to your peers the day of your talk.

7. Talk should incorporate peer reviewed literature.

8. Talk should be interactive.

9. All program director assignments must be submitted no later than 2 weeks before your planned talk.
