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Dress Code for Department of Medicine Residents
Patients have a right to feel comfortable with their health care providers. A sensitive and compassionate doctor will recognize that appearance affects how patients feel about him/her and the experience the patient has in the hospital. We have avoided elaborate specific guidelines and expect common sense to prevail. Our litmus test is the following: if you grandmother was in the hospital, would she be comfortable with your appearance? 

Simple guidelines: 

1. Blue jeans and sweatpants should not be worn during patient care. 

2. Scrubs are OK on call days, but a white coat should be worn over scrubs when doing patient care. 

3. Appropriate professional attire should be worn on non-call days. 

4. All health care providers should have a name tag visible to patients.
