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1. A $200.00 allowance is given each Academic Year (July 1-June 30) for all Categorical, Prelim and Med/Peds residents in the Department. Purchase must be made July 1 or after and are not transferable from one year to another.

2. Please submit a clear copy of the receipts to the DOM Educational Office to include your name and address so that checks can be sent directly to your home. Acceptable receipt copies would be actual cash/credit card receipt, money order, credit card/checking statement and a description of was purchased.

3. Receipts can be turned in after July 1 but no later than JUNE 1 each academic year and will be processed based upon required conference attendance, i.e. 60% of required conferences is necessary for successful completion of the training program.

4. Reimbursable items include any expense related to practicing medicine or professional development.  Examples includes books, medical equipment, licensing fees, travel for meetings, computer purchases that are related to education or the practice of medicine, etc.

5. The Department of Medicine will cover expenses of residents who present research at national meetings if the research mentor does not cover the cost, but the $200 should be applied to this expense.
