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       In accordance with ACGME policy, all orders on patients on the teaching medical service should be written only by the Houseofficers (Intern or Resident) assigned to that patient or on night float or cross coverage duty. Attending Physicians may write orders on patients on the teaching medical service under circumstances where the order will significantly expedite patient care (e.g.; the intern and resident are at a conference, the Attending is seeing the patient and an order needs to be written.) In these circumstances the Intern or Resident must be notified that the Attending is going to write an order or has just written an order. The Chief Medical Resident will notify attendings that violate this policy and Program Director and consistent violation will lead to termination of admitting privileges to the Teaching service.

       Orders may be written by Medical Clerks (third year students) or Acting Interns (fourth year students) who are assigned to a patient, but at all times must be co-signed by the Intern or Resident assigned to that patient before they can be taken off.
