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1. The on call senior resident ("NACR/DACR" at UH or overnight resident at the VA) is responsible for responding to emergency calls on non-teaching medical patients. All non-urgent calls should go to the primary physician, service or hospitalist. 

2. No resident should do any routine work (such as drawing blood, filling out requisitions) on any non-teaching patients. 

3. The Chief Medical Resident will decide which patients will be transferred from the non-teaching to the teaching medical service should the primary physician request it.
