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I. 


Learning Objectives: 

During this rotation residents will:

1. Learn the management of unexpected difficulties in the setting of an acute care inpatient ward. 

2. Understand appropriate utilization of and interpretation of diagnostic tests including laboratories and radiological studies. 

3. Independently formulate a differential diagnosis in adult inpatients with acute unexpected medical problems, including fever, chest pain, hypoxemia and change in mental status. 

4. Residents will apply knowledge of the etiology, pathogenesis, and natural history of disease in formulating a therapeutic plan for their patients. 

5. Demonstrate humanistic treatment of patients. 

6. Enhance diagnostic acumen, establish confidence in the care of patients with acute illness, and gain confidence in the management of acutely ill inpatients. 

II. 

Methods: 

1. The crosscover intern will meet with the Chief Resident and NACR each morning to discuss management issues on patients admitted the night before. The Chief Resident will provide literature pertinent to the cases when appropriate. 

III. 

Patients: 

1. The mix of patients includes the entire spectrum of adult patients with medical illnesses managed in an inpatient setting. Adult medical patients at University Hospital come from tertiary care referrals, the emergency room and from community internists.
