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Renal Ward Learning Objectives
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I. 
During this rotation residents will:

1. Learn to accurately assess volume status of acutely ill patients and learn principles of fluid management. 

2. Know the differential diagnosis and management of hypernatremia, hyponatremia, hypokalemia, hyperkalemia, metabolic acidosis, metabolic alkalosis, hypercalcemia, hypocalcemia and hypomagnesemia. 

3. Appreciate drug metabolism and drug dosing in patients with renal insufficiency. 

4. Know the differential diagnosis of acute and chronic renal failure. 

5. Understand the calculation and appropriate use of FeNa, CrCl, FeK+, and FeNitrogen. 

6. Gain practical experience in performing and interpreting UAs. 

7. Learn the differential diagnosis and management of nephritic and nephrotic syndrome. 

8. Appreciate when to suspect secondary hypertension and the appropriate evaluation of patients suspected of having secondary hypertension. 

9. Learn the indication for HD. 

10. Appreciate the principles of HD. 

11. Know the basic principles of PD. 

12. Understand the natural history and management of renal insufficiency associated with DM, hypertension and polycystic kidney disease. 

II. 

Teaching Methods: 

1. Bedside teaching by the renal attending occurs during daily rounds. Lectures are scheduled at least three times a week to supplement the bedside teaching. 

III. 

Evaluation: 

1. Oral and written feedback is given at the end of the rotation. 

IV. 

Patient Population:
