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I. 


Learning Objectives: 

During this rotation residents will:

1. Learn and experience the role of the medical consultant, focusing on general areas of timeliness, relevancy and communication. 

2. Contribute to the maturation of the curriculum in General Internal Medicine Consultation through literature review and development of curriculum. 

3. Understand how to do a pre-operative evaluation for patients who are to undergo surgery, including general medical risk assessment. 

4. Know and learn how to apply the published criteria for peri-operative risk assessment. 

5. Appreciate the peri-operative needs of geriatric patients. 

6. Understand the indications for peri-operative stress testing. 

7. Understand the management of DM, chronic steroid use, and thyroid disease in the peri-operative patient. 

8. Appreciate the pre-operative management of patients with pulmonary disease, including smoking cessation, and appropriate use of PFTs and ABGs. 

9. Recognize the risk and prevention of venous thromboembolism in patients undergoing orthopedic procedures. 

10. Know the peri-operative management of patients with chronic medical problems including CHF, renal failure, obesity and liver disease. 

11. Understand the approach to post-operative fever. 

II. 

Teaching Methods: 

1. Teaching will occur through bedside rounds with the attending physician and review of pertinent medical literature. The resident on the service will perform consultations and subsequently see all patients with the assigned attending. Teaching by the attending will be supplemented by core articles on the topic of preoperative evaluation and medical consultation, which will be provided to the resident as part of a written curriculum for this rotation. 

III. 

Patients: 

1. Residents will consult on a broad range of adult medical patients requiring consultation from non-medical services.

Evaluation:
