STUDENT CONFERENCES/SCHEDULES

-work rounds, attending rounds

-teaching attending 3 hours per week set up by the teaching attending 

(usually 10 am)

-Dr. Walsh rounds Tuesday 1:30

-patient bedside rounds Thursday 1:00

-also to attend noon conference, M&M, grand rounds

-intern morning report Thursday 10:00AM

STUDENT CALL SCHEDULE

-every fourth night

-pick up one patient per call

-go home at 11:00PM with resident since the resident is supposed to do the primary teaching

-can pick up one patient short call

-goal 10-12 patient write ups per month

-never carry more than 3- 4 patients at a time.  Drop a patient to pick up a new one if necessary since the learning curve is greatest at admission

RESDIENT ASSESSMENT

- you will be asked to grade the student at the end of the month; -if problems, please notify Dr Deb Leizman (pager 36366) or Dr. Armitage early!!!

TIPS

- please remember to call the student to help them feel involved with their patients.  The students get frustrated when patient management occurs without them.

- Bedside teaching is great

- teaching does not have to be a lecture,  impart how you reason through a 

problem, how you use the literature

- try to have the resident practice a presentation before they give it to the attending
