UH Computers 101
Mainframe (PB) – this is where you look up labs, radiology, pathology, ER notes, discharge summaries, operative reports
1. Finding the program (a few options)

a. Start –> Programs –> PowerTerm –> UH Mainframe

b. ‘UH Mainframe’ icon on the desktop

c. ‘Signon’ icon on the desktop

2. Getting into the program

a. Type “signon” then the control (ctrl) button

3. Logging in

a. Last name, First name (“drawz, paul”)

b. Hit the ‘Tab’ button

c. “password”

d. Ctrl button

4. A few words on navigating the system

a. To go back – hit “Pause/Break” (usually in the RUQ of the keyboard)

b. In order to select labs, radiology, or reports (actually “MIS – GENERAL INQUIRY”) you have to be at the MASTER MENU

c. If you have looked up labs on a patient and want to look up radiology or path or something else, hit “Pause/Break” until you get to the MASTER MENU and then select what you want (see below). When you go to choose patient, you can enter “0” for the MR# and hit ‘Ctrl’ and it automatically selects the same patient.

d. To choose a different patient, hit F5.

5. OK, now you’re in and you have to decide what you want to do…

a. Labs
i. Type “ALRQ” then hit the Ctrl button

ii. Hit the Ctrl button again (you want option 1)
iii. Choose a patient by doing one of the following…

1. If you know the patient’s MR#, enter it here and then hit ‘Ctrl’

2. If you don’t…

a. Hit ‘Tab’ twice

b. Enter the patient’s name

c. Hit ‘Ctrl’

d. Use the up and down arrow keys to move the cursor in front of the patient you want and then type “s” and hit ‘Ctrl’

iv. OK, no you have the patient selected

v. Hit ‘Tab’ (we’ll start by looking at the most recent 999 days)

vi. Type “999”

vii. Hit ‘Ctrl’

viii. Type “a” (we’ll look at all the labs for now)

ix. Navigating through the labs

1. F4 – go forward (NEXT TEST)

2. F3 – go back (PREV TEST)

3. F8 – see more labs from this test (NEXT PAGE)

4. F7 – opposite of F8 (PREV PAGE)

b. Reports – discharge summaries, operative reports, ER dictations
i. Go to MASTER MENU – type “MISQ” and hit ‘Ctrl’

ii. Choose a patient as above

iii. Hit ‘Ctrl’ at the next menu and you will get all reports

iv. Navigate through the reports as above (F4, F3, F8, F7, etc)

c. Radiology – type “RADQ” then hit ‘Ctrl’ and choose a patient as above

i. Type “3” (we’ll look at all the radiology results) then ‘Ctrl’

ii. Type “a”

iii. Navigate through the reports as above (F4, F3, F8, F7, etc)

d. Pathology – type “APLQ” – same as above
PCOSS – putting in orders (only slightly more complicated than Mainframe)

1. Finding the program (a few options)
a. Start –> Programs –> PCOSS –> PCOSS

b. Logging in – now this is a little tricky – you can’t see what you type so just go ahead and type 

i. Your user name (“cfr7”) 

ii. And then “/” 

iii. And then your password

iv. Hit ‘F10’

c. A few words on PCOSS

i. You hate PCOSS right now

ii. You will hate PCOSS even more in about 3 months

iii. You will grow to like PCOSS

d. A few more words

i. Make a list, it is much more efficient than always looking for a patient

ii. You can print your list by clicking on “REPORTS” and then selecting the box to the right of the list you want (you will likely want either “MY PATIENT LIST” which is a short list or “RESIDENT REPORT WITH MEDS/IVS” which is longer but has all the meds and IVs your patient is actually on, not what your signout says they’re on.)

e. A few words on navigating PCOSS

i. To get to the main page (SIGNON DISPLAY) click on “ERASE ALL” and then select “YES, ERASE ENTIRE MESSAGE”

1. Don’t do this if you have ordered something and actually want to order it.
ii. In order to actually order something

1. You have to click on REVIEW and then

2. Click on ENTER

iii. To go back – click on ERR or RETURN
f. OK, how to add a patient to your list

i. Click UPDATE LIST on the SIGNON DISPLAY

ii. You can add patients by copying someone else’s list (your previous intern maybe) OR you can add patients individually (as you admit them)
g. Selecting a patient – click on their name on the SIGNON DISPLAY

i. This took you to the MASTER GUIDE

h. To order labs – Click on LAB ORDERING

i. Then click CONTINUE, sometimes you even get to do this twice (see c. ii. above)

ii. In the bottom right, click CONTINUE (again!)

iii. You can order labs just for tomorrow by selecting TOMRW/AM

iv. You can order labs for today by selecting TODAY

v. You can order labs for the next five days by selecting ALPHA BLOOD INDEX

1. We’ll do a Chem Basic just for instance

a. Click on “C”

b. Click NEXT twice

c. Click on CHEM BASIC

d. Click on DAILY

e. Click START TOMORROW

f. Click 6 AM RND

g. Click x5

h. Click RETURN (unless you have more orders to put in)

i. Click ENTER
